Charles Baltet:

Charles Baltet, Éric Dumont's great-grandfather, left an
indelible mark on the 19th century. A creator of fruit
varieties, Charles made fundamental contributions to
French horticulture. With his brother, he developed
varieties of roses, lilacs, dahlias, and, of course, fruit
trees, including the famous 'Docteur Jules Guillot' pear
tree and the 'Transparente de Croncels' apple.

Charles Baltet was also a writer, and his works on
horticulture, arboriculture, and nurseries remain
essential references today. In addition to his writing, he
dedicated himself to the training of gardeners, landscape
architects, and nurserymen, notably as the driving force
behind the prestigious Versailles School of Architecture
and Landscape. He also contributed to the renown of
numerous horticultural societies in France, including the
National Horticultural Society of France (SNHF) in Paris.

Eric Dumont is part of this prestigious lineage,
proudly carrying on the family legacy. Through his
grandmother, Hortense Mignard, Eric is also related
to the illustrious painters Nicolas and Pierre
Mignard.

The attachment to trees and nurseries is also a
tradition present on Eric's maternal side, with the
Janin Nurseries managed by his other great-
grandfather in the 19th century. This alliance
between the Baltet and Janin families has solidified a
unique expertise and a shared passion for
horticulture.

Today, Les Pépinières Éric Dumont perpetuate this
family tradition with excellence, offering superior quality
fruit trees and contributing to the preservation of an
exceptional horticultural heritage.
